Globalization Spider Webs

Goal:  Create an Award-winning Spider Web (make Charlotte proud!)  The topic is globalization- not just trade but the many facets of globalization- conflict, migration, human rights, economics, current events, and culture. 

Learning Objective: Process the globalization readings by thinking about all interconnected the world is and has been.

Resources: Use the assigned readings as well as the ones given out in class today.  In order to fill in missing places/ pieces, you may need to do internet searches or research further. 

Criteria:

1. Include at least __28__ connections. 

2. Your web needs to start and end in the same place.

3. NO place can be used more than once- including the United States. Use specific country names – not regions or continents.  (BONUS for including Canada— but NEGATIVE points if Canada is used in a degrading fashion!()

4. Include all aspects of globalization: conflict, migration, human rights, economics, and culture (including religion).  Be balanced both in terms of these sub-topics and in terms of global representation.  Make sure the readings are reflected.

5. Make sure all SIX AP time periods are represented within your timeline. 
6. Do not include any of the items from the Model web.  

7. Prior to class on date due: May 11 & 14
a. Make sure list is typewritten

b. Have two (DIFFERENT) copies of list- one cut up in ___ slips in an envelope and the other whole. 

Steps:

1. Using readings and notes begin to brainstorm connections. 

2. Try to work from two directions-  knowing you will start and end with _______, work forwards and backwards from there.  You may even have an anticipated middle.

3. Break up the readings between your group so that some of you are focusing on making sure you have conflict connections, migration connections etc.  Exchange email/ phone numbers. 

4. Each of you should come in on ____________ with at least 10 possibilities for your assigned sub-topics. 

5. On __________ you will be sorting them out to see what works- eliminating and adding ones.  

6. After completing the web, based on your results, name your group. 

7. Be sure your web is typed.  One copy of the web should have the source of each item next to the line as well as the group member who found this item. Whoever in your group typed up the final copy should sign this sheet.  The other copy of the web should NOT have any extra information on it but should be cut up in 24 slips in case your group is the winner!

8. One group’s web will be chosen on the final day based on the complexity and quality of the web.  This group will get extra credit and more!! 

9. May the best group win!!
